1.3 Competitor Eligibility. 

1.3.1 Entrants must be fully paid up valid membership card holding members of the Austin Healey Club UK Ltd, and in possession of a valid 2026 Motorsport UK Entrants Licence. 

1.3.2 Drivers and Entrant/Drivers must be fully paid up valid membership card holding members of the 

Austin Healey Club UK Ltd, be registered for the Championship and be in possession of a valid 

Competition Licence of RS InterClub level as a minimum.   Drivers entering a car in Class 4, Sports Libre category car may need an RS National Licence. 
A competitor shall not take time off school to participate in motorsport without the prior written approval of their school, if participation in the championship requires absence from school, Drivers in full time school education are required to have the approval of their head teacher and a letter stating such approval from their school in order to fulfill registration for the championship. 

1.3.3 All necessary documentation must be presented for checking at all rounds when signing-on. 

1.3.4 Only registered drivers and entrant/drivers can be awarded points in the championship, prizes or awards at the end of the season or set new championship record times. 

1.4 Registration. 

1.4.1 Registration forms and Vehicle Declaration forms can be downloaded from our website www.healeysport.org/speed-regulations.html and should be forwarded to: Paul Baker - Championship Organiser at competitionsec@austinhealeyclub.com 
1.4.2 The registration fee for the Championship is £40-00 or £20 for drivers aged 25 years or under.  Any competitor entering a second class may do so for £20.
1.4.3 Competitors must register at least seven days before the first event in which they intend to compete.  Entry into the Championship commences from the date of registration and points will not be awarded retrospectively.  At the discretion of the Championship organisers, competitors not registered for a specific class in the Championship may be permitted on an individual round basis and will:
(a)  be deemed “Guest Competitors”
(b)  not score points and for the purpose of points scoring will be ignored
(c)  qualify for Event awards
(d)  comply with the eligibility criteria as prescribed in paragraph 1.3. above, without the requirement of  being registered for the championship.
1.4.4 Whilst every effort will be made to circulate event supplementary regulations, the onus is on the entrant to obtain them. 

1.4.5 Drivers must do a minimum of three dedicated rounds and register by the end of May to qualify for an end of season award.  They must register for each class they want to score points in (e.g. to enter two classes requires two registration fees).  
1.4.6 To be eligible for marking in the series, all competing cars must carry Championship decals as laid down in the Advertising rules in NCR 6.1.9 

1.4.7 Drivers and entrant/drivers must declare on the registration form which car(s) they intend to use in the championship.  Only one car can be used at one event.  If a change of car is registered before the end of July then points can be awarded.  If that change is made after 1st August no points can be awarded for the subsequent events entered in that vehicle.  In a case of ‘Force Majeure’ an alternative car may be driven and the target time will be adjusted accordingly. 

1.4.8 Points for Charity Drivers have the option to give money (£1 a point) to a chosen charity based on the number of championship points they accrue at the end of the season.  The Overall Champion at the end of the season chooses the charity for the year ahead.  Drivers need to tick the box on their championship entry form to agree to opt into the scheme.

1.6 Championship Scoring for the Series; 

1.6.1 Points scored are based on results from the events entered purely on the order of finish of 

Healey or Jensen Healey cars (target times if applicable).  Points will be awarded by class, with two points for starting the event plus one point for practicing and then the following applies; 

 5 starters or more competing: 

4 cars compete: 
1st 9+2+1=12pts 

        1st 9 +2+1 = 12 points 



2nd 6+2+1= 9pts 

        2nd 6 +2+1 = 9 points 



3rd 4+2+1= 7pts 

        3rd 4 +2+1 = 7 points 



4th 3+2+1= 6pts 

        4th 3 +2+1 = 6 points 

        5th 2 +2+1 = 5 points 

 The rest 1+2+1 = 4 points 

 3 cars or less compete: 1st: 5+2+1=8pts 2nd: 3+2+1=6pts 3rd: 2+2+1=5pts 

Any competitor breaking an established class record shall be eligible for one extra championship 

point.  Only the competitor establishing that record is eligible. 
The results of classes 2 and 3 (Big Healey/Healey Silverstone and Jensen Healey) will be merged for all events and the points awarded accordingly.  
There are fifteen dedicated rounds.  From those dedicated rounds, entrants best nine results 

go towards the end of season final scoring. 

1.6.2 In the event of a tie, the driver with the most podium finishes wins, the points scoring for this being; three for a first, two for a second and one for a third, from all chosen qualifying events, subject to a minimum of four starters in the respective class.  If the drivers are still tied then fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh etc.. places will be included.  If there is still a tie then the drivers will share the award.
1.6.3 Any appeals against points must be lodged in accordance with NCR 2.5.2. 

1.6.4 The Championship will be a mix of eight rounds on scratch and seven rounds with target times. 

1.6.5 Target times will be set for all drivers and issued prior to each event.  
For drivers who have competed at a venue in four previous ‘Healeysport’ championship rounds with the same vehicle, their target time will be their previous best time.  For those drivers who have competed at a venue for less than four championship rounds, their target time will be either their previous best time or a ‘projected time’ whichever is fastest.  

New drivers to an event, or those who have not completed sufficient events to properly calculate a Target Time, or driver’s with a new car, or those whose cars have undergone significant modifications, will have a provisional target time issued prior to each event which will be reviewed on the completion of practice runs.
A ‘projected time’ is calculated by taking the actual time taken by a driver at a previous event (on occasions practice times or data from other events may be used) at that venue and comparing it with the record for that venue.  The difference is then expressed as a percentage.  For each event completed, a ‘projected time’ will be calculated.  To generate future projected times, the average percentage of all completed events will be used for future events.  Where a projected time is slower than a previous best at an event, the previous best will be used.  Where it is considered that a projected time is not representative, the projected time may be adjusted up or down as necessary.
For drivers unable to achieve their previous best times, for whatever reason, they can request that their previous best times are reset to an average of their last two years times at all venues taken in dry conditions in the same car.
If during practice, a driver beats their target time by more than one second, then the target time will be reduced by the time in excess of one second.  E.g. if a driver beats their target time by 1.50 seconds, then their target time will be reduced by 0.50 seconds.  If, during the timed runs, a driver beats their target time by more than 3.5% then their actual time will be adjusted to 3.5% of their target time. 

1.6.6 Points will be published regularly on the ‘Healeysport’ website; www.healeysport.org. 

1.6.7 In the event of a concern by a driver with regard to a specific target time, they should contact Steve Casson and Richard Mason in the first instance to resolve the issue.  If the issue is still not resolved, then the driver should contact the Championship Organiser before taking the issue to the Championship Coordinator and the Championship Stewards.
1.7 Awards 

1.7.1 The season’s final tally will conclude with a trophy for the first three in each class, the perpetual trophy for the winner of each class and the prestigious Cape International Overall Championship Trophy will go to the class winner with the most podium finishes, points scoring for this being; three for a first, two for a second and one for a third, from all chosen qualifying events, subject to a minimum of four starters in the respective class, in the event of a tie 1.6.2 applies. A perpetual trophy will only be awarded if there are a minimum of three drivers in a class.
1.7.2 Drivers are also competing for: 

The Davis and Mason Freshman’s Shield, for the best performance by a newcomer.
The Stuart Wiseman Memorial Trophy, for the best performance in a 4 Cylinder Big Healey. 

The Sprint Cup, for the best performance in the championship sprints.

The Mike Cockayne Midland Hills Award, for the most points scored at the three Midland hills.
The above awards are at the discretion of the organisers and officials. 
2. SPORTING REGULATIONS - Judicial Procedures. 

2.1 Rounds: In accordance with NCR Chapter 2 and the Austin Healey Club ‘Healeysport’ Speed Championship. 

2.2 Championship: In accordance with NCR Chapter 2 and the Austin Healey Club ‘Healeysport’ Speed Championship. 

3. SPECIFIC CHAMPIONSHIP REGULATIONS

3.1
By registering for the Championship all competitors and their associates commit to positively promote and demonstrate the Motorsport UK’s Respect Code which is appended to these regulations (Appendix 1).  


3.1.1. 
Where any reports of disrespectful conduct are judged to be well founded the Championship organisers may issue warnings or require remedial actions and/or report the matter to the Championship Stewards who may impose appropriate penalties which can include loss of Championship points and/or race bans through to Championship Expulsion and referral to Motorsport UK.


3.1.2.
It is imperative that we promote the safety and wellbeing of young people and adults at risk.  In addition to this, all participants must be aware of their behaviour and conduct at all times and abusive language and harmful behaviour will not be tolerated.  Any such incidents must be reported to the Championship Coordinator and/or Safeguarding Officer who will also relay the report to Motorsport UK.  Details of the Motorsport UK Policies and Guidelines are available at www.motorsportuk.org/resource-centre by selecting Policies and Guidelines.
3.2
Due to safety and environmental concerns, vehicles must not be left unattended under any circumstances when the engine is running – see NCR 14.3.1.11.
4. TECHNICAL REGULATIONS 

4.1 The Healeysport Speed Championship events are open to competitors participating in Healey, Austin Healey, Jensen Healey and MG Midget type vehicles. 
For a car to be accepted into the Championship, a completed Vehicle Declaration Form will need to be signed by the driver and submitted with pictures before any entry will be accepted by the championship organisers.  A Vehicle Declaration Form can be downloaded from the Regulations section of our website (www.healeysport.org).
4.2 There will be four classes, kindly sponsored by:
 Class 1: Austin Healey Sprites - Peter May Engineering

 Class 2: Austin Healey 100, 100/6, 3000 & Healey Silverstone - Bill Rawles Classic Cars

 Class 3: Jensen Healey – Bill Rawles Classic Cars
 Class 4: Libre – open to any modified Austin Healey Sprite/MG Midget, Austin Healey 100, 100/6, 3000 or Jensen Healey – Peter May Engineering 
Classes 1, 2 and 3 - Road Cars or Modified Cars can enter.  Class 4 - Modified Cars or Sports Libre cars can enter depending on the level of modification.

4.3 All classes:  Vehicles must comply with NCR 14.4.1 regarding the classification of their vehicle.  They are: Road Cars, Modified Cars or Sports Libre Cars.  Vehicles must satisfy the safety requirements of the relevant category.  NCR 14.4.2 applies.
4.4 Classes 1, 2 and 3: All cars must compete in a roadworthy condition and be capable of passing a full MOT (including lighting).  Class 4: If cars are road registered then they must be capable of passing a full MOT (including lighting).  If not, then they must have a Competition Car Log Book/Vehicle Passport.
Road cars: all lighting, door and boot handles of the type fitted at the time of manufacture must be fitted to the car.
4.5 Vehicle Safety Requirements: All NCR safety criteria are relevant.  Roll over bars (ROPS) are now mandatory for all cars.  The only exception would be for new driver’s cars that would be allowed to compete for their first season without a roll over bar (ROPS) see NCR for specification unless a ROPS is mandated by the NCR.  Any car, irrespective of period, fitted with a rollover bar must have a means of restraining the rearward motion of the drivers head. 

If a car’s doors have been significantly lightened then a side impact bar must be fitted on the driver’s side as a minimum – see NCR 14.4.2.2
4.6 Driver Safety Requirements:  Overalls (NCR 9.0.4), gloves (NCR 9.0.12.6) and balaclava (NCR 9.0.12.3) as specified are mandatory in this championship.   Hans/FHR devices are now strongly recommended for all drivers.
5. Chassis: 

The Chassis must be to original Healey or Jensen Healey specification, chassis and suspension components may be strengthened by seam welding or addition of fillets.  
Classes 1, 2 & 3: No space framing is allowed.  Class 4: Must retain original central monocoque and front chassis.  Fully space framed cars not allowed.  MG Midgets will be accepted.
6. Bodywork: 

All cars must be panelled in original specification materials, i.e. steel, aluminium or GRP.  The silhouette and the profile of the car must be as original period.
Classes 1, 2 & 3: Wheel-arch flaring is allowed up to a maximum of 1 inch on either side, but wheel arch extensions are not permitted.
Class 1 & 4: Period special bodied Sprites are permitted.  Mk 1 Sprites must retain the lighting pods if original style front fitted.

Class 4: Wheel arch extensions or flares - free.  Aerodynamic aids such as: rear wings, front air dams, diffusers or venturis must fit within the confines of the original panels.
6.1 Interior: All classes - free

7. Windscreens are free. 

8. Engine: 

Classes 1 & 2: Steel cranks and rods to original dimensions allowed. Valve gear and ratio free. The original location must be retained. 

Class 1: Any ‘A’ Series block and 5 port cylinder head is allowed to a maximum capacity of 1380cc. 

Class 2: As original (A90 and A110 blocks are allowed) with a maximum capacity of 3030cc. 

Aluminium blocks are allowed with a maximum capacity of 3030cc but the driver will be subject to a 3% “Correction Factor” which will be applied in addition to their best times at all events.  The factor will be subject to periodic review. Aluminium cylinder heads are allowed.  
Class 3: Original Lotus 907 block and head, max cubic capacity 2200cc.  Steel cranks and rods allowed. Valve gear and ratio free. The original location must be retained. 
Class 4: Engine is free but must retain the same number of cylinders as the original vehicle.
9. Induction Systems: 

Class 1: Single or twin SU, size free or single Weber up to 45DCOE. 

Class 2: Twin or Triple SU, size free. Twin or Triple Weber up to 45DCOE
Class 3: Twin Stromberg, SU, Dellorto or Weber up to 45DCOE
Class 4:  Carburetors free, Fuel injection and supercharging allowed but no turbos or Nitrous Oxide.

All classes: Pump fuel only
10. Suspension/Steering: 

Classes 1, 2 & 3: Original anti roll bars chassis connection points only, diameter free. Bush material, shocker and spring rates free.  Original steering set up only allowed i.e. Classes 1 and 3 Rack and pinion steering.  Class 2 Worm and sector steering box
Class 4: Free
10.1 Front:
Class 1: Original lever arm dampers and wishbones (negative camber trunnions or bushes allowed).  Second link, if added, must pivot along axis of the original lever arm and no further than 16.5cm rearwards from front edge of original lever arm.
Class 2: Original lever arm dampers and bottom arms (negative camber plates or bushes allowed) 

Class 3: Original wishbones must be retained, coil springs and telescopic dampers – original location, rate free
Class 4: Free
10.2 Rear: 

Class 1: Original rear springs and location.  Spring rates and dampers free, panhard rod and anti-tramp bars allowed.
Class 2: Original rear springs and location, rates free.  Original lever arm dampers only, rate free.  Panhard rod and anti-tramp bars allowed.
Class 3: Trailing arms and coil springs must be retained in original position, rate, bush material and dampers - free.  Anti roll bar, anti-tramp bars and Panhard rod permitted.
Class 4: Free.
10.3 Steering:

Class 2: A high ratio steering box may be fitted.  A split/safety steering column may also be fitted.
11. Transmissions: 

10.1 Gearbox; 

Class 1: Original A series casing and four forward speeds only.  Ratios free.
Class 2: Original BMC casing with four forward speeds only. Ratios and overdrive free
Class 3: Original Chrysler 4 speed or Getrag 5 speed casings and Toyota and other manufacturer’s casings are allowed; ratios free
Class 4: Free.
Classes 1, 2 & 3: No sequential systems allowed. 

11.2 Clutch and Operation free, but must retain original principle. 

11.3 Axle and Differential; 
Classes 1 & 2: BMC original, ratio free and Limited Slip or Locked Differentials allowed. 

Classes 3: Axle and differential free; ratio free and Limited Slip or Locked Differentials allowed.
Class 4: Free.
12. Electrical: 

Classes 1, 2 & 3; Battery type and location free, alternator or dynamo to be fitted and working, lights to be fitted and working as per original.
Class 4:  Free.  Lights to be fitted as per original
12.1 Ignition: 

Classes 1, 2 & 3: Coil and Distributor type only, an electronic system may replace contact breakers. 

No flywheel or crankshaft triggered intelligent systems allowed or programmable distributors such as a 123 distributor. 

Class 4:  Free.

13. Brakes: 
General: all classes can fit dual circuit brake conversions with alternative pedal boxes to allow twin brake and single clutch master cylinders and a balance bar.  Alternatively, tandem brake master cylinders may also be fitted.  All classes: servo assistance is allowed and braided flexible brake hoses are strongly recommended
Front:

Class 1: Original dimension discs, calipers and pad material free.
Class 2: Original dimension discs, calipers and pad material free.
Class 3: Original dimension discs, calipers and pad material free.
Class 4: Free
Rear: 
Class 1: BMC drums 7’’ or 8’’ shoe material free.
Class 2: Original drum or disc - Jaguar based disc conversion allowed, shoe or pad material free.
Class 3: Original drums or disc conversion allowed, shoe or pad material free
Class 4: Free

14. Wheels:
All classes - wheel types allowed - Wire / Steel / Alloy. 

Class 1: 13’’ diameter and 6’’ max width
Class 2: 15” diameter and 6” max width

Class 3: 13” diameter and 7” max width

Class 4: Sprite/Midget and Jensen Healey based cars – 13” diameter, width free.  100, 100/6 or 3000 based cars – 15” diameter, width free

 15. Tyres: 

NCR 14.4.14.6.1 applies (as all vehicles in the championship are Period Defined vehicles – non-rally A-H).  Classes 1, 2 & 3: Any NCR 8.4 list 1A, 1B or 1C tyre or any ‘e’ marked, road legal tyre with minimum aspect ratio of 60%. Plus Dunlop CR65 - L and M Section. (204 Compound) and Blockley L Section (204 compound).  Class 4:  Free.
15.1 The use of tyre heating/heat retention devices, tyre treatments and compounds, is prohibited. 

16. Fuel tank/Fuel: For all classes - fuel tank position free, fuel to latest NCR safety rules. All classes: Pump fuel only
17. Exhaust: Classes 1, 2 & 3: The silencer and system must run under the car as original, tailpipe lengths are free.  Class 2 cars may use a ‘works replica’ sill mounted system.   Class 4:  Free.  All classes exhaust systems must comply with all NCR noise requirements.  
18. Weight: There is no minimum weight. 

19.  Environmental Concerns: Motorsport UK are exceedingly concerned of the impact of single-use plastic tyre wrapping and with reusable alternatives available competitors are encouraged to reduce plastic usage in this regard.  The use of these plastic wraps is prohibited – see NCR 14.3.1.3.
